NAPLAN

The NAPLAN tests are conducted by the
Victorian ~ Curriculum  and  Assessment
Authority (VCAA). The results of the tests
provide diagnostic information for parents and
teachers about a student’s performance in
Literacy and Numeracy. This information can
be used to support teaching and learning
programs and improve student achievement.
Next week, parents of students in Year 3 and
Year 5 will receive their child’s personal report.
This report describes your child’s particular
skills in Reading, Writing, Language
Conventions and Numeracy. The report also
shows how your child performed in relation to
national benchmarks. These benchmarks
describe minimum acceptable standards for
students across Awustralia. It must be
remembered however, that the results of this
testing only provide a snapshot of your child’s
overall performance and by no means provide a
definitive  indication of their overall
performance level.
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We are confident that the information you receive, as a result of your child’s participation in the
NAPLAN tests, will be valuable in helping you to assess your child’s progress in Literacy and
Numeracy.

As a school, we will analyse the results achieved by all students in Year 3 and Year 5 and look for
any data trends.

Any such trends will provide valuable information to support and inform our teaching practice.
Thank you to Year 3 and Year 5 teaching staff for your efforts in administrating the tests.

A reminder for those parents who were selected to participate in the parent survey. The survey closes
Sunday 27 August, a paper survey can be supplied if you are experiencing difficulties accessing the
online survey.

Hats

A reminder that students are expected to be wearing their Warrandyte Primary School hats at recess
and lunch times from 1 September.
