It provides a clinical tool to
assist nurses to identify those children who may require further assessment and support in the first
year of school and enables teachers and nurses to work collaboratively with families to improve
outcomes for children.

Completion of the SEHQ questionnaire is required before a child can be seen by the Primary School
Nurse. The SEHQ needs to be completed by the parent or guardian of each individual student. Please
complete questionnaires and return to the school, no later than Wednesday, 16" August 2017,

Student referral forms are also available from the school office for students in Years 1 — 6. These
forms should also be returned to the school office by the due date above.
